AGRILEVANTE INAUGURATES NEW  FIERA DEL LEVANTE PAVILION

Gianfranco Viesti, the president of the Fiera del Levante, declared, “The new Fiera del Levante pavilion, built over the years thanks to financing from the region, is finally up and running. We are working to also use it, as an alternative, as a congress center and quarters for events, meetings, spectacles and concerts. We have to enhance to the maximum the worth of what we already have to help the economy of the region. The pavilion will soon be officially inaugurated, with the president of the region.” Viesti made his statement on the sidelines of the opening ceremony of Agrilevante, the exhibition organized by the Fiera del Levante and Unacoma Service, the service company of the National Agricultural Machinery Manufacturers Association, Unacoma, to continue until Sunday the 16th, with opening hours from 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and with free entry for specialized businesspeople upon presentation of the free coupon form to be completed at the entrances.

Silvia Godelli, Regional Commissioner for Culture and Tourism, said, “The new pavilion is facing an ambitious vocation as a congress center with a suitable capacity thanks to the use of synergies with the Palazzo del Mezzogiorno, now under restoration.”

Dario Stefàno, Regional Commissioner for Agri-Food Resources, spoke up in agreement in saying that the architectural jewel “fully meets the requirements of the Fiera organization and exhibitors. We are experiencing an extraordinary time for agriculture. We are in the midst of implementing the Rural Development Plans which have allocated important resources for the Italian agricultural system for the innovation of production processes but we are also experiencing debate on the new Common Agriculture Policy which penalizes the Mediterranean and this worries us not a little.”

Massimo Goldoni, the Unacoma president, pointed out some of the Agrilevante numbers in saying, “We have 230 exhibitors and on display more than 5,000 models of machinery, equipment and components on an area of 45,000 m². We are happy to have given life, with the Fiera and the region, to an absolutely essential appointment for the world of agriculture.”
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
