Agrilevante 2011 struck an extremely positive balance for the specialized exhibition of machinery and equipment for agriculture and the agri-industry running from Thursday, October 13, to yesterday afternoon. Over the four days of the event, organized by Unacoma Service and the Fiera del Levante, the number of visitors hit at new record at 41,140 for a surge of 24% over the number for the most recent edition held in October 2009 for which attendance had already increased substantially. Also the number of foreign visitors climbed to 1,100 to show a 10% gain over two years ago. 
The great participation of farmers, contractors and businesspeople in the sector strongly confirmed the format of the exhibition, with specialized reviews organized by production chains, and the technical content, with great emphasis on innovation. Unacoma/Unacoma Service President Massimo Goldoni commented, “From all points of view, Agrilevante reached all the goals set as regards prestige, impact on the market, internationalism and the increase in foreign businesspersons along with the arrival of numerous delegations organized in cooperation with the ex ICE, Foreign Trade Institute, especially significant in this area.” He also noted. “The review was held at an extremely difficult time for the economy and the political and social conditions in many countries around the Mediterranean and the success of the event shows that there is still a great will for reacting and investing in the future.”

Fiera del Levante President Gianfranco Viesti said, “Agrilevante is a positive example of the way the Fiera is there and that it will be increasingly necessary to build a specialized and big event able to provide the public with the added value of a quality exhibition and offer exhibitors the arrival of so many interested visitors from throughout the central and southern regions and abroad. For the fair agency, this is a matter of an interesting collaboration with the associations in the sector. The road leads to strengthen the exhibitions dedicated to the world of agriculture and enlarge this model to other sectors.”
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
