Agrilevante 2015: an expanding trade fair 

The exhibition of mechanization and technologies for the Mediterranean agriculture will host operators and official delegations from over 20 countries and will be held in Bari from October 15 to 18, 2015. After the record numbers of the 2013 edition, the exhibition expands its sphere of influence, confirming to be a reference point for Southern Europe, North Africa, the Middle East and the Balkans. 

The 2015 edition of Agrilevante, the exhibition of machinery, plants and technologies for the agricultural supply chain, which will be held at the Trade Fair Centre in Bari from October 15 to 18, consolidates its international character and the leadership in the Mediterrenean area. After the 2013 edition, with 280 exhibitors, on a surface of 50,000 square meters, including pavilions and open-air areas and with the presence of almost 50,000 visitors, this year's edition promises even better results. The manufacturers of agricultural machinery and technologies for the agricultural supply chains are already booking exhibiting areas for an event that – organized by FederUnacoma in cooperation with the Trade Fair Institution of Bari – involves local institutions, professional organizations in the field of agriculture, universities and training centres such as The Mediterranean Agronomic Institute and will host delegations of foreign professionals. From the countries of Mediterranean Europe to those of Northern Africa, from the Balkans to The Middle East and Sub-Saharan Africa, over 20 official delegations will attend the event, in the framework of the internationalization programme developed by the trade fair in cooperation with the ICE Agency and the Mediterranean Agronomic Institute. A very large basin – brought into focus by Agrilevante –  where agriculture represents the leading sector of economy, with the increase of the demand of mechanical technologies despite the difficulties represented by the political instability still recorded in some countries of the Middle East and North Africa. The data concerning foreign trade highlight a substantial recovery of the Italian export towards countries such as Algeria and Tunisia, but also Spain, Portugal and Greece, while the export of agricultural machinery is increasing towards Iran and the Balkans. A relevant role will be played by Turkey which, with over 58,000 registered tractors, confirmed to be one of the most dynamic markets worldwide.
